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COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

As each communicable disease is unique and medical science is constantly advancing our knowledge about each communicable disease, it is difficult to provide specific up-to-date direction regarding every communicable disease.  Therefore, schools will:
1. Observe, and assist staff and students to observe common sanitary procedures that will minimize the risk of acquiring communicable diseases.

2. Utilize external resources, such as the Public Health Nurse, and appropriate Health, Science and other curricula to educate staff and students about communicable diseases and how to prevent them.

3. At the first sign of an outbreak of a communicable disease, engage outside expertise, such as the Public Health Nurse, to enact a plan to minimize risk.

4. Provide reasonable modification of programming and safety procedures for staff/students who have acquired a communicable disease.  Such procedures shall be on the direction of a Public Health Nurse or Medical Officer of Health and shall encompass all procedures required to reasonably protect staff, students and school visitors from infection.

5. Involve the Public Health Nurse in developing a plan of action for informing and involving the parents/legal guardians where the individual is under the age of 18.
